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1.  Do a fundraiser!
At this stage, this appeal is about raising funds. So you need to get thinking about the best way to do that. If you want to go for something quick and easy to organise, then you could try something like a uniform free day or a crazy hair day.

If you want to put your thinking caps on, you might come up with a fundraising idea that also gets people thinking about the issues. Here’s an example:

Cut out brown paper in the shape of bricks. Everyone who brings a gold coin, gets to write on and put up a brick onto your assembly wall, building a wall of bricks. This symbolises the rebuilding of the schools in the Democratic Republic of Congo (DRC) through giving them desks and chairs in their classrooms. You could ask everyone to write a wish for the kids up there.

Finally, you may want a fundraiser that is also a ‘social event’ for your school. In this case, try a sausage sizzle, or a family fun day!

2.  Do a presentation in assembly or to the classes in your school
Some of you will know about the past warfare and the refugees in the Democratic Republic of Congo (DRC).   It has been in the news and in the papers too.

But maybe the kids in your school haven’t had a chance to talk about it or think about how the warfare could have affected the kids there, and how they must feel that their schools have been destroyed in the fighting. Doing a presentation in your assembly could get people to go and start thinking about the issues. Remember, this Kids' Desk Drive is about raising awareness as well as $$$.

You could show photos or news stories on a power point projector (search the web for images and articles). You could do a short play of how you imagine it would be if there was warfare in your town. You could ask the students in your school to imagine what the school kids in the DRC have lost, and how important these desks and chairs would be for them to learn properly.  Imagine if you came to school and had no desk or chair?
3.  Produce a 'news sheet'
Another way to get the message across is through producing a news sheet. It could contain photo/s, articles and questions to get people thinking. Maybe the teachers at your school could use it to get students talking about it in their classroom.
4.  Write a media release using our special SchoolAid template
