Q - What is the 2011 Kids Helping Kids Awards?

Q - Does our fundraising have to be linked to a 
SchoolAid Appeal or Project to participate in the 2011 
Kids helping Kids Awards?

No. All Awards categories allow for schools to enter their 

fundraising projects for both SchoolAid Appeals and 

Campaigns, or your school’s own fundraising imperatives.

Q - Is entry in the 2011 Kids Helping Kids Awards for 
Australian Primary Schools?

No. Australian Secondary Schools may also to enter the 

Awards, and will be eligible for a ‘Highly Commended’ prize  

in most categories, should the Judges deem this necessary.
